If I find my notes on exactly what the angles are, I’ll post them.

Meanwhile, the trigonometry is left as an exercise for the user.  

Coordinates are in inches, relative to the bottom center of the foam.


Note:  Use ¾” foam.  Each piece requires 4 cuts.

Assuming you cut the foam on a tablesaw.

Make the middle bevel cut first, with the bottom of the foam against the fence.

Make the outside bevel cut last with the bottom  of the foam against the table.

Use scraps of foam as featherboards.  The foam will naturally float up and have too much sawn off.  
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
